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Proverbs 19:19
A. Among the fruit of the spirit is self-control--Gal. 5:23--Wisdom does not lead a person to out of control anger 
B. The person who can’t control their anger will run into trouble again and again. 
     1. Their problem is more in themselves than in the circumstances that they blame for their anger. 

Proverbs 19:20
A. One of the marks of wisdom is the readiness to receive more wisdom. 
B. If you want to be wise later in life, start now---Your last days will show if you gained wisdom and listened to counsel

Proverbs 19:21
A. It is in our nature to plan for the future---Some of those may be wise or foolish, but there are many plans in our hearts
B. Man should makes plans, yet we should also ackowledge of God’s overall wisdom, work, and will--- James 4:13-15

Proverbs 19:22
A. Kindness is not the only virtue to seek, but often, it is the one most desired by others!
B. To not be a liar – is also of great value---This reminds us that kindness is not the only valued virtue among believers

Proverbs 19:23
A. Since the fear of the LORD is the wisdom’s beginning, it wonderfully leads to life. 
     1. If we want life, we should begin with this honor, reverent awe and submission to God.

B. We are told that the fear of the LORD leads to misery, but the opposite is true--It satisfies and keeps from future evil

Proverbs 19:24
A. This is probably meant for anyone who starts a project but lacks the energy to complete it  
B. This lazy man has so little energy or initiative that he won’t even bring his hand from the bowl to his mouth. 
     1. This exaggerated picture establishes a principle made elsewhere in proverbs: the lazy man will go hungry.
     2. “To wit, to feed himself; he expects that the meat should drop into his mouth.” (Poole)
     3. “Is it possible to find anywhere a more graphic or sarcastic description of absolute laziness?” (Morgan)

Proverbs 19:25
A. When a fool is punished, others will learn----Those more innocent may learn from this.
B. When someone who values wisdom is corrected, he learns and grows in his ability to discern knowledge

Proverbs 19:26
A. This proverb considers the person who does the opposite of Exodus 20:12
B. One price to be paid from the mistreatment of parents is to bring shame and reproach upon one’s self.

Proverbs 19:27
A. Solomon here warned of the danger of ceasing to listen to instruction, to wisdom.
B. One must set themselves on the path of wisdom and, with God’s help, determine that they will stay upon in.

Proverbs 19:28
A. Great harm comes on society when there is no promotion of the truth and disreputable witnesses are not punished.
B. The wicked love iniquity so much that they devour it---These are they who scorn justice and tear down society

Proverbs 19:29
A. Those who reject wisdom with hostility (scoffers) will not escape penalty. Judgments are prepared for them.
B. Those who disregard wisdom, will also have their penalty. Correction will come to them in its appointed way, and sadly – the correction will do little good for them.
