PROVERBS
Ch. 19
Proverbs 19:9
A. Even if not caught at the time, a false witness will not go unpunished because they will stand before God one day.
B. Rev. 21:8 warns that liars are among those who will have their part in the lake of fire, which is the 2nd death.

Proverbs 19:10
A. The sense is that it doesn’t seem right or fitting for a fool to live in luxury.
B. “A slave has the same rational power as his sovereign, but lesser habits of mind make him unfit to rule” (Bridges)

Proverbs 19:11
A. It isn’t necessarily weakness or lack of courage that makes a man slow to anger. It may be wisdom or discretion
B. A wise man or woman knows that they have been forgiven much, and this shapes how they deal with others. 
    1. They don’t hold everyone accountable for every transgression, but they know when to overlook a transgression

Proverbs 19:12
A. A lion’s roar and the wrath of a king is terrifying, even without the understanding that destruction will swiftly follow. 
B. The king’s favor is life-giving; but fleeting, as the dew 
    1.  “This proverb would advise the king’s subjects to use tact and the king to cultivate kindness.” (Ross)

Proverbs 19:13
A. It is a grief to a parent to have a foolish son or daughter. 
     1. The grief and ruin may destroy the father’s health and life
     2. The father may ruin himself to rescue the foolish son.

B. There is also a problem as a husband---A wife who often contends with her husband is like a continual dripping 
    1.  Such a wife is like a house with a bad roof, the rain pours through every part . 
    2. The man cannot sit, stand, work, or sleep, without being exposed to these droppings. 

Proverbs 19:14
A. There are good things a man may receive as an inheritance
B. A gift from God is a prudent wife---Wisdom, self-control, and goodliving is a greater gift than houses and riches. 
    1. A wife who is not prudent may waste whatever wealth a man has.
    2. Every man with a prudent, wise wife should give thanks to the LORD.
    3. The verse is not about unhappy marriages or bad wives--- It affirms that God should get credit for a  good marriage 

Proverbs 19:15
A. One of the many problems with laziness is that it leads to more laziness, sending the lazy man into a deep sleep. 
B. One of the prices to be paid from laziness is the hunger one suffers as one’s needs are not met through hard work. 

Proverbs 19:16
A. Obedience to the word guards and keeps the life and the soul of the person who lives according to God’s word
B. To abandon wisdom and live careless in our ways invites death---God’s commands are to keep us from death.

Proverbs 19:17
A. When we give to the poor, God takes it upon himself to assume their indebtedness and will repay the lender in full
B. When we give to the poor, God promises that we will never be the loser for generous and compassionate giving.
     1. This promise does not necessarily say that he will get his money back 
     2. The rewards in Proverbs involve life and prosperity in general

Proverbs 19:18 
A. There is not an endless window of opportunity to chasten and wisely discipline our children
